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TISPAN WG1 would like to inform 3GPP-SA1 that we have reviewed and accepted the definition of Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC) from ITU-T SG19;

Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC)
In a given network configuration, the capabilities that provide service and application to the end-user irrespective of the fixed or mobile access technologies and independent of user’s location. In the NGN environment, it means to provide NGN services to end-users regardless of the access technology.

To achieve common definition among fixed (TISPAN) and mobile (3GPP) specifications, TISPAN WG1 is asking 3GPP-SA1 to review this definition of FMC and adopt it if found acceptable.
