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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank ETSI TC Human Factors, Specialist Task Force 300, for the liaison relating to the potential issue relating to SMS.

CT1 has noted the liaison and asked for companies to review the issues raised and, if necessary, consider tabling inputs to 3GPP to propose potential solutions.

CT1 has also noted the potential solutions proposed by the liaison but acknowledges the statement “The problem as described above is technically outside of the HF expertise of STF300” so understands that other solutions may be possible.

CT1 would further note that the issue of how operators charge for SM delivery is outside the scope of 3GPP and therefore is outside the scope of any future CT1 discussion.
Finally, CT1 believes that there may be aspects that will need to be covered by the introduction of new requirements into the 3GPP specifications. As this is the remit of SA1 it is proposed that SA1 should also review the issues raised in the liaison to determine if there is a need to introduce new requirements into the 3GPP specifications.
