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1. Overall

This document proposes text to describe the aspects of support for legacy handsets. 
The PWS WID states that handling of legacy handsets has to be considered.

The proposal excludes the handsets with no message service capability, since it is unpractical to achieve a multicast service with voice communication.

5.9 Support in legacy handsets
Regarding handsets, there are two types of UEs.  One is the PWS supporting UEs which support capabilities which are added in the PWS study, e.g. shortening delivery time.  The other is the PWS non-supporting UEs which do not support the capabilities.

Regarding PWS non-supporting UEs, there are two kinds of UEs.  The one is the UEs which enable message services, i.e. SMS, CBS, or MBMS.  The other is the UEs which do not.  The former may produce some PWS functionalities, e.g. displaying text message, or security capability. What PWS functionalities the UEs can support should be clarified.  This clarification would be done with stage2 or stage3 work.  The latter are out of scope of this study.
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
