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1. Introduction 
This paper discusses the scope of this work item. 

Scope section of the current version of TR22.983 has the following sentence. 

“It includes consideration of aspects for offering services from both domains (e.g. in a distributed approach), as well as from a single domain (e.g. IMS centralized services).”
However, the criteria for distinguishing the distributed approach and IMS centralized services are not clear. This paper clarifies two services (or approaches) with an example of a possible user service.
2. Discussion

Let’s suppose that a user service is composed by voice and CLIP. The possible combinations for the service provision are four. Here are the combinations with the question. 

A. CS Voice and IMS controlled CLIP ( Distribute? or Centralized?
B. CS Voice and CS controlled CLIP ( Distribute? or Centralized?
C. VoIP and IMS controlled CLIP ( Distribute? or Centralized? (out of scope)
D. VoIP and CS controlled CLIP ( Distribute? or Centralized?
In case of A, if the CS voice is controlled by IMS, the service could be considered as a centralized service. However, the CS voice is controlled by CS entities, the service could be considered as a service which uses a distribute approach. 
In summary, a service, which is provided to a UE via two different domains, can be either a distribute service or a centralized service depending on the control entity.

3. Conclusion

Based on the discussion result/agreement Samsung will prepare the use cases of the distribute approach and IMS centralized service.
