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1. Introduction 
This paper discusses the supplementary service which has been handled in VCC and will be handled in Service Alignment. For better understanding Samsung is proposing to discuss this issue and take the results/agreements into account to the TR.

2. Discussion

R8 VCC has its way to handle the supplementary service when the call undergoes the VCC. 
According to the TS22.101 section 21.2, supplementary services in VCC, has the following general principle. 
21.2
Support of Supplementary Services

The voice call continuity user’s experience shall be such that, to the greatest degree possible, a consistency of service is provided regardless of the underlying communication infrastructure and technology. With regard to supplementary services, the general principle is that CS-based supplementary services only apply whilst a VCC subscriber is in the CS domain and equivalent services over IMS only apply whilst a VCC subscriber is in the IMS domain, although there are exceptions listed below.  It is not required to synchronise the supplementary service settings of the CS domain with the related service settings of the IMS (e.g. different forwarding numbers may apply over CS and over IMS).
The following supplementary services apply. The impact on the supplementary services in case the VCC is executed for the calling party, the called party, or both is described below.  

Exceptions are line identity services, all call forwardings, call waiting, multiparty, and all call barrings. 
Service Alignment work is expected to be a R8 work. However, as mentioned above, VCC R8 already handled similar or a part of this work. The UE with VCC capability should be considered specially or included in the scope of Service Alignment work scope? 

This concern also applies to R7 VCC. 
3. Conclusion

For clarification Samsung propose to include the text to the TR based on the agreement. 
The expected text to be included is one of the following. 
Enhanced IMS capability for Service Alignment should be necessarily capable of VCC. 

Enhanced IMS capability for Service Alignment should not be necessarily capable of VCC.
