TSG SA asked SA1 to verify that there is no requirement to perform USIM change on the fly. If instead a requirement exists for this functionality a change request to Release 8 should be created.

Document S1-070027 contained an LS on “Lingual and Cost Efficiency Problems in Short Message Services” from CT1 (C1-062278). CT1 is answering an LS from ETSI HF. Essentially, the LS from HF indicated that with the new alphabets, the length of an SMS is reduced and is asking if this should be increased from 140 octects. CT1, in turn, has indicated that this is a requirement and has sent the query to SA1 without, it should be noted, the orginal LS in C1-061955 which was provided separately in S1-070174 .
It was commented that there is the capability for SMS to support all written languages, although some messages will need to be concatonated. Also, this liaison statement would appear also to cover the billing for SMSs and this is not an issue for SA1. It was suggested that a liaison statement should be sent to GSMA to determine if there is a requirement. The liaison statement should summarise the documents S1-070027 and S1-070174. This was provided in S1-070176. Some editorial changes were made and it was revised to S1-070286. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-070031 contained an LS on IMS Multi-Media Conferencing from CT1 (C1-062447). This LS is a response from CT1 to SA on IMS multimedia conferencing. IETF is still working on a solution for conference (policy) control, which is not foreseen for Release 7 timeframe although a floor control specification is complete. OMA are also working on a specification for this. Based on this, SA1 is being asked if any work is forseen for Rel-8 on the competing solutions.

Document S1-070048 contained LS on Multiple parallel MBMS Sessions from RAN3 (R3-061980). RAN3 is trying to do something clever with MBMS and has come up against a restriction in 22.246 Rel-6 that there cannot be several sessions running in parallel for a same service. RAN3 is asking if this restriction should be removed for Rel-7 and gives a use-case to back up the ascertion.
It was suggested that the restriction was put in by mistake and it should really be removed. It is a misinterpretation. The liaison statement does refer to Rel-7. It was decided to start with Rel-7 and Rel-8 
The CRs to 22.246 were provided in documents S1-070180 (0016) and S1-070181 (0017).  They were agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
The response was provided in S1-070179. A few problems were identified with the text and so this was revised to S1-070281. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-070046 contained a reply LS to SA1 and SA4 on Service Requirement for MBMS LTE from RAN (RP-060864). This LS relates to requirements for MBMS and asks a number of questions such as if this is just for LTE or for GERAN and UTRAN too. SA1 is being asked to clarify the situation.
There was an off line discussion on this. The response was provided in S1-070177. It was inticipated that a CR would be requried. This was provided in S1-070178 CR 22.246-015. There were some problems regarding this where the 1 second text should have been replaced with the added text. It was revised to S1-070282 and It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0015r1.
The liaison statement in S1-070177 was revise to S1-070283 to add the attachment and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-070047 contained LS on Impact of Release 7 bit rate increase and MIMO on Specifications from RAN3 (R3-062033) There is a move for a bit rate increase and RAN3 is canvassing information to determine what the impact would be. SA1 is being informed that RAN3 has started a comprehensive analysis on all impacts related to MIMO introduction. It was noted. 
Document S1-070278 contained a reply LS on Impact of Release 7 bit rate increase and MIMO. Currently RAN1 is discussing provisions in Release 7 to support the potential introduction of the combination of 64QAM and MIMO for HSDPA in a future release, which would result in a maximum bit rate not exceeding 43.2 Mbps. It was copied to SA1 and was noted.

Document S1-070172 contained a liaison statement from the National Emergency Number Association from NENA. In April 2006 NENA sent SA1 a copy of its Technical Requirements Document, and indicated that a draft of its specification would also be sent. A draft of the Stage 2" document, Functional and Interface Specification for Next Generation 9-1-1 Version 1.0 (i3), is enclosed.  SA1 has been requested to review this document and inform NENA of conflicts between this work and your work, if any." 

This appears to be more for SA2 and so it was noted. It was questioned if this LS should be forwarded to SA2. The original LS sent last year by NENA was treated by SA2, while this new LS was not received at the current date. Nevertheless SA2 seems to be fully coscient of the Nena work and was taking it into account in his work on emergency call.  Therefore no further action in SA1 seems to be necessary in SA1.
Document S1-070296 contained a liaison statement from MSG on eCall. SA1 was asked by ETSI_MSG to consider the feasibility of adding the requirement for the pan-European eCall specifying a discrimination between E112 and eCall E112. 

There was some discussion regarding how this may work and what the difference between eCalls from a vehicle and those from foot. There were some comments that indicate it is not sensible to have eCall capability in all phones. It was decided that there was not time enough to deal with this at this meeting as it was received relatively late. SA1 will endeavour to have a CR in SA1 #36. It was noted.

Document S1-070098 contained an updated WID on Direct Mode Operation (DMO) from BMWi (Bundesnetzagentur). At the SA Plenary meeting #34, SA1 was tasked in AI34-02 to provide clarification of the scope (public or non-public networks) and the frequency bands that DMO is intended for along with any regulatory issues (e.g. principle of “sense before transmit”).

This contribution takes the WID (S1-0601349 / SP‑060784) presented at the SA Plenary and adds clarification on the regulatory issues, which needed to be taken into account, if DMO is intended for mobile network usage. It does not cover the issues on public or non-public networks or the intended frequency bands. For information RECOMMENDATION ITU-R M.1579 (R-REC-M 1579) was attached, which gives guidance on the aspects of regulatory issues for global circulation.
It was noted that the supporting company for this WI was not present and so it was suggested that this document should be put into a liaison statement to TC-RT for review. It is unlikely that SA would approve this WI without the frequency bands. Indeed, it was stated that there was a list of things wrong with the WI and this has been sent to TC-RT. For this reason, it was surprising 
The liaison statement was provided in S1-070183 and revised to S1-070284 and then again to S1-070295 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.
Document S1-070112 contained a CR on requirement of Charging Information Notification in MBMS User Services from the Rapporteur. There were two CRs in this contribution which is not the working policy of SA1. In future, CR numbers will need to be reserved for each CR.
The first was on Requirement of Charging Information Notification in MBMS User Services. It was provided in order to improve the service experience of subscribers using MBMS services, a requirement for notifying charing information to subscribers of MBMS is proposed.
It was asked when the information on charging information should be received; e.g. prior to joining the service or prior to receiving the service. It was commented that the preference is when the service is joined. Also the type of information needs to be determined. 
This was provided in S1-070184 as CR number 0018. This was never provided and was withdrawn.
The second was on Requirement of MBMS Service Subscribution for Roaming Users. It was provided in order to provision completely MBMS service features for roaming users, a requirement of MBMS service subscribution for roaming users was proposed.
It was noted that there was already a requirement to allow the provision of local TV services. This was probably as a result of the WI in SP-040838. Also, presumably, this should be in 22.146 rather than 22.246. This will need to be checked. 
It was provided in S1-070274 as 22.246-019. It was revised to S1-070288 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 019r1.
Document S1-070013 contained CR 22.011-0081 to remove Confirmed Roaming. This CR removes the Confirmed Roaming enhancement from TS22.011 as it appears that this enhancement is not required. It was noted that there is no version 8.0.0 of this and so removing from Rel-7 means that it is also removed from subsequent releases. It was decided to go ahead and then put it back into Rel-8 if requried. It was revised to S1-070182 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0081r1.
Document S1-070025 contained 22.011 CR 0082 on administrative restriction of subscribers’ access from Vodafone. This contains an update TS 22.011 - Service accessibility to add Rel-8 LTE access technology optional restriction requirements. A point was made that references to LAs and RAs should not be made; this was agreed. Another point was if this comes under the network selection WI. This is not really the case and it should be UNIP. 
It was revised to S1-070185 as rev1. It was edited on line and It was revised to S1-070285 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0082r1.
Document S1-070138 contained a CR on Single EHPLMN Display Name in Manual Mode (CR to 22.011) from Nokia. The single EHPLMN display name in manual mode. topic was discussed in the last SA1 meeting and on the SA1 distribution list (which it broke). This CR intended to clarify the meaning of the current wording of 22.011. There has been some confusion and different understanding on how the EHPLMN names should be displayed on the UE display in the manual network selection mode. 
It was pointed out that this represents one camp. Also, it was noted that there are specifications that are affected. Whereby in the EPLMN there is a name, and which ever EPLMN is found, this name is used. 
Another requirement was that the same name shown in manual mode should be the same as that in Automatic mode. The solution on S1-070138 would appear to cover this. If the other option is chosen, then one of the downsides could be that the names shown in manual and automatic mode could be different. But still, this synchronisation of names is a different requirement. 

There was some off line discussion on this which resulted in a revision in S1-070275. Despite the wish not to repeat all of what was said on the email list, one of the delegates did. The new comment was if this should override the hard-coded SE.13. Hmmm, it was decided to take it off line again. It was revised to S1-070294 as CR 0083r2. There were some concerns from RIM that this solution is overly complicated and had some ramifications of this change.

In the end, It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 008r2.
Document S1-070133 contained CR a to 22.038 Rel-8 on sending a local SMS to the handset from Gemalto. With new features developed and deployed into the handset, it appeared that the communication channel between the UICC and the ME present some lack of possibilities. As an example, some particular OMA features cannot be used in the best conditions by operators because of restricted possibilities to exchange information, like for applications using WAP-Push over SMS. For these scenarios, it is possible to send actions from the network, but is is not possible to schedule anything from the card, because of the lack of a mecanism. If the card could send locally an SMS to the ME, then the WAP-Push over SMS mecanism could be trigered locally from the card without the need of an action from the network.

This was tried a few years ago and was thrown out. It is possible that there are some implications on SMS and so it was asked if SMS experts could be consulted prior to approval. Another point was that the use case may not be the best one to describe the problem scenario.
The meeting was not ready to agree this CR in the meeting and it was suggested that a discussion document be sent on the SA1 reflector. The document was noted. 
Document S1-070127 contained a discussion paper on terminology to support PAN related to definitions of functional groupings UE, ME, TE and MT from Ericsson. This discussion paper aims at reaching a common understanding what changes are needed to terminology regarding the terms UE, MT, TE and MT in TR 21.905 due to introduction of PAN. The CR to implement this was provided in S1-070059. 
Document S1-070059 contained CR 21.905-0071 on Terminology clarification for User Equipment and User Equipment components from Ericsson. This related to the discussion document in S1-070127. The main distinction between the terms MT, ME, TE and UE should be clear from the vocabulary definitions in TR 21.905 in order to improve transparency and minimize discussions caused by misleading terminology. 
There were some problems with the changes to the User Equipment. The problem is a reference to the UICC instead of reference to the application on the SIM. It was revised to S1-070231 as CR 0071rev1 and then again to S1-070287 as rev 2. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. ****Needs Checking though *****
The chairman came back to S1-070127 and asked if the conclusions could be agreed-to. It was asked if the definition of ME proposed in S1-070127 could be added to S1-070231. This was agreed, but this CR would have to be reviewed again. With this S1-070127 was noted. 
Document S1-070097 contained a draft TR of Study on Value-added Services for SMS from China Mobile. This was the first version of the Technical Report to start the work of study on value added services for SMS.
Document S1-070022 contained document on including multiple addresses in a single SMS message from Motorola. SA#34 approved a study item to look into the requirements of value added services for SMS. In the existing SMS procedures the receiver of an SM is only provided with information regarding the originator of the SM, there is no mechanism for the receiver to know about all the recipients. In addition when a SM is sent to multiple destinations, multiple copies of the SM are sent from the originator. It would be useful, if a single SM coule carry multiple destination address. It is proposed that SA1 consider if it would be useful to enhance SMS to allow for multiple addresses in a single SM. It was asked if it would not be better to user MMS and IMS. Another comment was that there was no suppository for this information and that it should go into the TR in order that it is not lost. It was decided that this should be included in the next version of the TR. 
Document S1-070061 contained a proposed update of the WI on Adding Personalization to the Study on VAS for SMS from Comverse Network Systems. There were some concerns that it this can already be done; indeed it is being done in Korea. It was not accepted, but rather noted. 
The resulting TR 22.942 v0.1.0 was contained in S1-070280. It was noted as the basis of future work. 
Document S1-070013 contained a CR to TS22.011 to remove Confirmed Roaming from O2.

Document S1-070036 contained liaison statement on agreements reached in the 3GPP - TISPAN IMS SS ad hoc meeting from 3GPP – TISPAN IMS SS ad hoc meeting (SS-060055). This contains the agreements reached at the TISPAN IMS SS ad hoc meeting. Essentially, the joint meeting was not as successful as was hoped, since a agreement could not be reached on a common set of specifications. However, a maintenance procedure was agreed apon. Ultimately, the group would strive for one set of Technical Specified contents for stage 3 in NGN R1/3GPP Rel-7.
It was commented that the solution of maintenance of parallel specifications and updating with liaison statements is not ideal and the risk of divergence is high. This document was presented at TSG SA, with the result that it was noted. The liaison statement in S1-070036 was noted by SA1 too.
Document S1-070023 contained a liaison statement to 3GPP SA1 on FMC definition from ETSI TISPAN (WG112TD0350. TISPAN WG1 is informing SA1 that a definition of FMC has been agreed in TISPAN and is asking SA1 to review this definition of FMC and adopt it if found acceptable.

It was asked what should be done with this. The answer was that it should be put into 21.905 and left there. A CR to do this was provided in S1-070248 as CR 0072 as a Rel-8 CR. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-070045 contained an LS on the support of anonymous GRUU from SA2 (S2-064117). This LS is from SA2 to CT1 and SA1 on the support of anonymous GRUU. SA2 indicate that IETF has worked out a solution how to support anonymous sessions while using the GRUU mechanism. There is some concern that this should be Rel-7 and is asking SA1 if it should be there. The answer from CT1 is in S1-070030.
Document S1-070030 contained Reply LS on the support of anonymous GRUU from CT1. This is in response to S1-070045. CT1 has discussed and agreed a CR at CT1#44 which implements support in the IM CN Subsystem for “temporary GRUU” as defined in draft-ietf-sip-gruu-11. Although there are currently still some minor issues for further study, CT1 do not anticipate any problem with supporting “temporary GRUU” in release 7 for the purposes of protecting the public user identity when anonymity is required and GRUU is used.

Document S1-070088 contained a proposed LS response to SA2 and CT1 LSs on support for anonymous GRUU in Rel-7 from Vodafone. This draft LS proposes a response to SA2 and CT1 that support for anonymous call handling in IMS e.g anonymous call forwarding, is required for Rel-7. Stage 3 work on the provision of temporary GRUUs for this purpose is also expected to be completed within the Rel-7 timescale.
It was decided to send the liaison statement proposed and if the work has already been done, then so be it. The liaison statement was revised to S1-070249 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-070084 contained CR 22-173 CR 0006, Clarification on supplementary services from T-Mobile, Ericsson. This contributions clarified the applicability of supplementary services for MMTel based on a liaison statement LS (S1-061133/C1-061869) from CT1 during SA1#34 SA1 asking for clarification of the media capability requiremenets in TS 22.173. 
It was noted that there is a scenario whereby party A could call party B and sends a file as part of a call. If party B then redirects the call to party C before the file transfer is complete, then transfer could be split between party B and C. This is not ideal. Of course, when the transfer is requested, then it could be possible to send an error message to party B indicating that an ongoing transfer is being made. If this is the requirement, then it needed to be stated.  It was revised to S1-070250 as CR 0006 rev 1. It was asked why there are dated references in the reference section. The answer was that it was understood this was part of the title used in ETSI. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-070085 contained CR 22.041 CR0014, ODB for IMS, Rel-8 from T-Mobile. This contribution proposed the introduction ODB for IMS MM Telephony which has not been explicitely specified so far. With the introduction of such services similar ODB will be needed than for CS services.
Essentially, this would appear to be a copy of the text for CS. Maybe another way would be to use the existing text and insert IMS related parameters. There needed to be some fine tuning of this CR and so it was revised to S1-070251 as CR0014rev1. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-070131 contained a CR on Re-Call Timer for IMS Emergency-Calls from Nokia. It was withdrawn prior to presentation.

Document S1-070058 contained an input on M2M Security Considerations from Ericsson. The feature M2M communication is said to involve lots of business potential. In order to utilize these opportunities there are some serious issues that need to be solved from standards perspective. This contribution points out obvious problems related to security.
Document S1-070083 contained an input to the M2M TR22.868 with proposed text for considerations on security from T-Mobile. This document proposed to add a new section 5.4.x “Adaptation of Level of Security” for the M2M TR 22.868. 
To some extent, the two contributions address the same problem, but not entirely with the same solution. It was asked if it is in the remit of 3GPP to specify physical security. Normally, this is up to the end user. Besides, there are possible electrical mechanisms to back up any physical security and there is also ways to limit the exposure like restriction of the service or the numbers accessible. 
An off line session was held to discuss and merge these documents. The result was provided in S1-070232. It was agreed to be put into the TR in S1-070252. The updated TS with the cover sheet was provided in S1-070292. It was revised to S1-070298 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as version 2.0.1. 
Document S1-070082 contained an input to the M2M TR22.868 with proposed text for considerations on addressing from T-Mobile. The document proposed to add a new text for the M2M TR 22.868 in chapter 5.5.5 “Conclusion concerning addressing” as well as a minor editorial change in section 4.1 “Overview”. It was agreed to be put into the TR by the rapporteur.
Document S1-070064 contained an input to the M2M TR22.868 - New material & Editorial improvements from Vodafone. The document proposed some editorial improvements to the existing text and adds a new section 5.3.2: Fixed Location, low mobility and low activity terminals. The list of possible requirements in section 6 has also been extended to capture the potential new requirements identified in section 5.3.2. 
A quick comment was the use of the term eCall that is not defined anywhere. Either it should be removed or it should be defined. There was some debate on the sentence “A terminal type identifier (TTID), distributed with the normal subscription information could, for example, also be used to identify eCall terminals and telematic systems”. Some delegates wanted this removed, others indicated that the TR was a collection of wishes and so it should stay in. Since the sentence contained the term eCall, by deleting the sentence. Some form of this was agreed to be put into the TR by the rapporteur.
The updated TR 22.868 v1.3.0 was provided in S1-070274. In order to provide completely MBMS service features for roaming users, a requirement of MBMS service subscribution for roaming users was proposed in this CR. Currently, the roaming user can enjoy the services subscribed in HPLMN, but the requirement to subscribe MBMS service of HPLMN for roaming user was not then proposed.  For example, Bob lives in New York and is traveling in Paris.  Bob wants to watch a TV program which is shown in a local TV channel of New York and this TV program can be ordered on demand via a MBMS service provided in New York.  Thus, Bob hopes to subscribe such MBMS service in Paris. 

It was commented that the reference to “provided locally” should be deleted. Some minor editorials were made. It was revised to S1-070288 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0051. It was noted that the CR number allocated to S1-070274 was erroneous since it was to the wrong TS.

Document S1-070055 contained a discussion document on parental control use case in PNM from Panasonic Mobile Communications. This document provided an overview of the parental control use case for the private network service section in TS 22.259 (PNM).
Document S1-070056 contained CR 0011 to TS 22.259 on Private network services – Use case and requirements from Panasonic Mobile Communications. The current PNM specification provides requirements for private network services. Another use explaining the usefulness of private network services in a parental control scenario is provided. The terminology in the related requirements has been clarified to suit the use case.

There were some editorial modifications were made and the CR was revised to S1-070253 as CR 0011rev1. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval.

It was noted on I-WLAN redirection that there appears to be some backwards compatibility and it was asked for clarification that this applies to the I-WLAN. The answer was that it was. Some other changes were made and it was revised to S1-070266 as CR 0024r1. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-070079 contained CR 22.234-0025 on requirement for presentation of additional information in manual mode from Research In Motion. A new requirement was proposed to be added in section B of 6.1.1  indicating that additional information on the available PLMN may be presented when the user is in manual mode. The version on the front cover was incorrect and it was noted that the UICC would be affected. It was revised to S1-070267 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0025r1.
