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Introduction
Within the communications industry, evolving networks are being defined as a single common shared IMS infrastructure that enables deployment of services over several wireless and wireline access technologies and domains (e.g. CS and Packet based). This vision includes the support of services from a single common serving domain to enable a consistent user experience and a reduced service related operations, maintenance, and complexity.
This contribution provides input related to the services support for IMS Centralized Services (ICS).

It is proposed that the following text is included in Section 4 Target Service Requirements of TR 22.983 as related to services that need to be supported for ICS.
