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1. Overall

This document proposes text to describe the aspect of subscription and charging in PWS services. 
Various service models will be expected in PWS services.  To allow the flexibility to achieve this, operators should be allowed to determine how subscription and charging are applied.

2. Proposal

Changes should be made to PWS TR as follows.

5.13 Subscription & Charging Aspects
Editor’s note:  Specifically, this section should discuss the following:
- Does the subscriber have to have a valid subscription with the wireless operator?  Or in other words, does PWS have to work on UEs without an active subscription?

- Does PWS have to work on an UE which does not have a SIM installed?

- Does subscriber have to have a subscription to the delivery mechanism that is being used to deliver the emergency alert message?

- If a subscriber from operator A is roaming into the service areas of operator B and the operator B issues an emergency alert message, will the subscriber from operator A receive the emergency alert?  (This question might be more suitable for section 5.8 Support of Roaming Subscriber but it should left in this editor’s note until the question is addressed in either section.)

- Suppression of charging of emergency alert messages for both post-paid and prepaid subscribers.

PLMN operators can require Warning Information Providers and users including roaming users to subscirbe to PWS services according to the operator's policy or roaming agreement. Subscription of PWS services should be distinguished from the other types of message services produced by using SMS, CBS and MBMS systems.

PLMN operators can charge Warning Information Providers or users including roaming users for PWS services according to the operator's policy or roaming areement.

Post-paid and prepaid charging should be possible.   
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
