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1. Introduction 
This paper discusses the UE categorization. Currently, it is not clear that which UE is under the “services alignment” work scope. 
For better understanding Samsung proposes to discuss this issue and take the results/agreements into account to the TR.

2. Discussion

Below is the UE list categorised into five types. Each of them has the questions for clarification.
1. UE with IMS capability

· Characteristic: Cannot connect to CS 

· Question: Need to get the existing CS service via IMS domain? (maybe no)
· For example, a user bought the new IMS terminal. However, the number of available supplementary services of new terminal is smaller than the one of the CS terminal that the user used before. 
· Question: Within the scope of this WI? (maybe no)
2. UE with CS capability

· Characteristic: Cannot connect to IMS

· Question: Need to get the existing IMS service via CS domain?
· Question: Within the scope of this WI?
3. UE with both CS and IMS capability

· Question: Need to get the existing CS service via IMS domain? 

· Question: Need to get the existing IMS service via CS domain? 

· Question: The supported services in each domain should be same for service alignment? 

· If yes, 

· Is it possible technically? 

· If the UE is connected to both CS and IMS domain simultaneously, the serving domain should be selected?

· If no, (Users today are smart enough to distinguish the services supported in each domain.)  

· Only available services are supported? Is it necessary to announce the service unavailability in the specific domain to the user?

· Question: Within the scope of this WI? (maybe yes)

4. UE with enhanced IMS capability (e.g. IMS centralized service)
· Question: Need to get the CS service via IMS domain? (maybe yes)

· All services are controlled by IMS? (maybe yes)

· Question: Within the scope of this WI? (maybe yes)

5. UE with both CS and enhanced IMS capability (e.g. IMS centralized service)
· Question: Need to get the CS service via IMS domain? (maybe yes)

· All services are controlled by IMS?

· Question: Need to get the IMS service via CS domain? (maybe yes)

· All services are controlled by IMS?

· Question: Within the scope of this WI? (maybe yes)

3. Conclusion

Samsung proposes to add the following potential requirements in the section 4 based on the agreement.  

UE with CS capability should support existing IMS services.

UE with IMS capability should support existing CS services.

UE with both CS and IMS capabilities should support existing IMS and CS services regardless of connected/serving domain. 

UE with enhanced IMS capability should support existing CS services.

UE with both CS and IMS capabilities should support existing IMS and CS services regardless of connected/serving domain.
