Besides the classical forms of inter-operator cooperation that are based on pre-established contracts and agreement, Network Composition also requires means that allow for their automated and dynamic establishment, i.e. that business agreements between the owners of interconnecting networks can be established on the fly without the prior time-consuming and often manual procedures. To ensure the actual feasibility of the new business roles in a dynamic networking context, the Composition Process therefore has to take both the automatic negotiation of business agreements as well as the correct configuration of the employed accounting, charging and billing systems into account. As a consequence, today’s charging principles and concepts have to be augmented, i.e. by capabilities to dynamically negotiate the charging and pricing aspects of the new business agreements including other relevant information, such as required accounting information, format and destination addresses for inter-operator data-exchange, supported charging or billing interfaces as well as by a configurability concept to automatically realise what has been agreed on in the respective components or systems and their interworking,
