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1. Overall Description:

At the SA#34 plenary meeting, the draft WID on GSM Direct Mode Operation was discussed extensively. Objective of this WID is to produce a study to identify the requirements of GSM-DMO that apply to 3GPP specifications as well as the impact of introducing GSM-DMO in the 3GPP system. 

However the WID was not approved by TSG SA and was sent back to SA WG1 for further consideration. 
SA WG1 was asked to provide clarification on the following issues:
· Clarification of the scope (public or non-public networks) 

· Clarification of the frequency bands that this GSM-DMO is intended for 

· Clarification on the radio regulations

· Documents identified as essential, e.g. the document mentioned in the justification references (RT‑06099r2), have to be made generally publicly available. 

· When doing work, which is dependent on the frequency allocation and radio regulations work radio groups, particularly GERAN, should be involved. It was proposed by TSG SA that parallel WID and study is started in GERAN WG1 and the WIDs are linked with WIDs within SA WG1.
At SA1#35 meeting a revised WID on GSM-DMO was discussed, dealing with possible regulatory issues, which is attached for information (S1-070098). It was decided by SA WG1 that this contribution is a good start, but additional information is needed before sending a revised WID to TSG SA for information and approval. Therefore the attached WID was not approved by WG SA1 as it does not resolve all the open issues raised by TSG SA.
2. Actions:

To ETSI TC-RT group.

ACTION: 
Since SA WG1 is not in the position to answer all the questions raised by TSG SA, SA WG1 request, that if ETSI TC-RT group is still interested in pursuing this work within 3GPP, ETSI TC-RT should submit an updated WID to WG SA1, which clarifies the issues raised by TSG SA. Also, SA WG1 recommend that ETSI TC-RT delegates must attend the SA WG1 meetings to actively progress this work.
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
