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Action/Decision Requested:

It is important that a distinction can be made between the emergency calls made by a mobile phone and emergency calls (eCalls) made by the vehicle. The two main arguments behind this requirement are:

1. For those EU Member States that does not allow an emergency call without a SIM but will allow an eCall without a SIM needs a mechanism to do so. 

2. Give the EU Member States the possibility to make the PSAP infrastructure as flexible as possible. The concrete idea is to keep the existing PSAP structure for 112 and E112 but route eCalls to a different location.

SA1 is asked by ETSI_MSG to consider the feasibility of adding this requirement for the pan-European eCall specifying a discrimination between E112 and eCall E112.
