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This document is a short summary of the results from the SA#35 meeting related to SA WG1 activities, and collects also the Action item posted by SA to SA WG1.
Summary of results

All the SA1 documents (CR, TRs and WID) were approved. Few of them were slightly revisited before approval, but the original meaning was substantially kept unaffected.

Release 7 was frozen with a relevant number of exceptions, granted for the time being till June (August for GERAN related specifications)

Additionally
· A couple of relevant rule were clarified:

· It is not allowed to work on release 8 using release 7 WID; An appropriate release 8 WID will be required. (We did it for VCGS improvement, but it will not be allowed starting from the next meeting)

· Appropriate CR categories shall be used. After the freezing of a release or a stage in a release, categories B&C shall not be used, except for the purpose of alignment of the different stages. It will be a task of SA will decide on the merit and impacts of each alignment CR whether to allow it or not.

· It was also clarified that the meaning of the sentence SA1 "it shall be possible” is context-dependent. There are usually some assumptions on who the actor is and conditions which can be assumed (e.g. all necessary network and device support is available). The sentence itself is indicating a requirement which support is mandatory, but the impact of the requirements on the stage 2 and stage 3 work depends on the context of the sentence and on the technical solution adopted (i.e. a mandatory stage 1 requirement could be met by a set of optional and/or mandatory requirements depending from the adopted solution) . SA WG1 is asked to be as much specific as possible in its new specification and the other groups to ask SA1 for the correct interpretation (where not clear). This issue was triggered by the discussion on GRUU.

· IT was also clarified that the target set by SA1 for the switching among TV channels on MBMS (2 seconds total) seems to be non technically feasible, so it is expected to go back on this issue at the next meeting.

Action Items

AI35-01:
PNM: SA1 was asked to move all the related requirements out from Release 7
CT has decided to postpone the work on PNM to Rel 8, due to the current workload and the fact that the prospect to accomplish the CT work for PNM within Rel‑7 is very little.
AI35-02:
PS domain and IMS impacts for supporting IMS Emergency calls. 

Some components will be finalized for Rel 7, and some others not. SA1 is asked to move to Rel 8 the requirements which implementation will be not finalized within the Rel 7 context.

AI35-03:
Support of GRUU 

The support of GRUU discussed during SA#35, and it was not possible to agree to make it mandatory. A CR (TD SP‑070246) was approved to make it optional, with a strong recommendation to support it, via a “should” recommendation. SA1 was asked to align the stage 1 to this decision (currently the support is mandatory). 

AI35-04:
SA1 was that tasked to consider WID on ICS and the Services alignment and migration Study Item and ensure there is no overlap in documentation and effort between them.

The WID on ICS was updated to include SA1 as secondary responsibility for the development of the related requirements. This would help to get a clear relation between the stage 1 and the stage 2 work for ICS. SA1 was that tasked to consider this Study Item and the Services alignment and migration Study Item and ensure there is no overlap in documentation and effort between them.

AI35-05:
Provision of access network information to the UE: SA WG1 was asked to clarify whether it is requiring the non 3GPP access to be connected to the 3GPP Core Network or not.

With reference to the approved TD SP‑070127- CR 22.278 on Provision of access network information to the UE (Rel‑8), it was clarified that the idea is to provide the UE with other access technologies available (to choose the best access technology to use). It was than recognised that the connection to the 3GPP Core Network should be clarified, independently of this CR. SA WG1 was asked to clarify whether this functionality is requiring the non 3GPP access to be connected to the 3GPP Core Network or not.

AI35-06:
SA1 was asked to clarify its own requirement on interworking with 3GPP accesses and to take the responsibility to receive and manage the answer to the LSs when will be available.
TD SP‑070247 and TD SP‑070248 are containing two LSs sent to 3GPP2 and Wi-Max forum (and IEE802.16), asking for feedback about potential scenarios of interworking with 3GPP accesses. SA1 was indicated as first point of entry and as primary target for the answer to the LSs. SA1 was therefore asked to clarify its own requirement on the issue and to take the responsibility to receive and manage the answer to the LSs when will be available.

AI35-07:
It was asked SA1 to mention explicitly in the title of the specification that it is a Study Item.
TR 22.908 v1.0.0 Paging permission with access Control: It was asked SA1 to mention explicitly in the title of the specification that it is a Study Item.

AI35-08:
Documentation of closed Work Items and a list of Work Items to be closed shall be analysed and proposed at SA#36
It was agreed that when a Work Item is deemed complete, the Work Item is closed and no further work is allowed on the Work Item. It was also highlighted that for earlier stages, the WID should not be closed immediately if it is going to be re-used for further stages, being necessary to accommodate the need to trace the overall development of the WI. Documentation of closed Work Items and a list of Work Items to be closed shall be analyzed and proposed at SA#36.
