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Credentials
Data objects which are used to uniquely identify a subscriber and which are used in security procedures. For example, in the case of a USIM the credentials are IMSI and shared-secret Ki. The Milenage customisation parameter OPc can also be regarded also a credential, since it is derived from the Ki and is usually provisioned with the Ki.
Credential-attach
This is a procedure which is analogous to IMSI-attach, but is a more general case where the credential used is not an IMSI. For example it may be a PUId (used for attachment to a WLAN) or an IMPI (used for attachment to an IMS).

Donating Network
The network to which a UE is currently connected immediately prior to a handover event being attempted.

Receiving Network The network to which a UE would be connected after a successful handover from a Donating Network.
