The SRG thanks SA1 for their Liaison Statement (document S1-07286) that asks the view of the mobile community concerning the need for further development of the SMS standard to support additional languages.

Following discussion and consultation with operators representing some of the languages mentioned (e.g. Ukrainian) we have not identified any need for further development. The maturity of SMS already overcomes these problems (e.g. UTF-8 encoding for the Chinese language). Furthermore, other messaging standards are now in use that accommodate more efficiently enhanced support for multiple languages such as Personal IM and MMS.

We therefore agree with the SA1 view that there is no need to do any further development on the SMS standard.
