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Proposal

It is proposed to add following text under the clause 6 Requirements in the TR 22.892:
6
Service Requirements

6.1
Background

Dependent on the UE capabilities and network coverage there are many services available in mobile communication. Users have learnt that sometimes a certain area may have no coverage at all, but that these areas become smaller and smaller. They know that not all services are available everywhere, because it depends on the network operator’s planning and roll out if GPRS, EDGE, UMTS without or with HSDPA is available, what of course has direct impact on the availability of services like MMS, email, web browsing, video telephony and so on. And they also know that normally they have to buy new handsets to be able to use certain services and features.
What users do not appreciate is a degradation of services. 

6.2
Requirements for CS access in an IMS centralized service environment 

Given the above the requirement for CS access can be summarized as follows:

- In a CS access area the UEs should be able to continue to use this subset of the minimum set of services in a consistent manner, which they could use before the migration to the ICS environment.  

Note: The minimum set of services is defined in clauses 6.3 and 6.4.
Example 1: A 2G UE which is within the coverage of a GSM network should be able to use voice telephony which is consistent to TS11 and to use supplementary service invocation codes to administrate its supplementary services. It is not expected that such a terminal suddenly should be able to use services which it could not use before the migration to the ICS environment.

Example 2: A UE with IMS client, UTRAN and GERAN CS and PS capabilities in the same area will also only be able to use voice telephony and supplementary service invocation codes for administration of supplementary services. It is not expected that this UE can use IMS features like HTTP administration of services in the absence of a PS access. This may result in the case that some IMS service settings which are not defined for CS can not be changed when attached to a CS only, but this has no big impact on the user experience as these service features are not available in the CS  anyway. If GPRS is available some IMS features may be available.
Example 3: The UE from example 2 in a broadband PS access area (e.g. UTRAN) will be able to use full IMS service functionalities.
