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Introduction

If the group can agree that for the MPS to be most useful we need to ensure priority is associated not just with the bearers but also with the call establishment/set-up procedures.  This will provide for a complete end to end solution which satisfies the intention of this work.  Currently this is not guaranteed to be read across to e.g. RAN2 based upon the existing text.  There is potential for an inefficient LS exchange which can be avoided with some additional detail in the TS22.153.
Proposal

Additional text is proposed in sections 4 and 5:

· General description in Section 4, indicating that signalling needs to be considered

· Section 4 high level text to clarify that priority levels are local policy

· Section 5.1 clarification that all MPS session resources are subject to preferential treatment by the network

· Section 5.2 clarification that priority treatement is given over users with lower priority in addition to non-priority subscribers.

General description 

MPS allows qualified and authorized users to obtain priority access, indicated by the associated signalling, to the next available radio channel on a priority basis before other PLMN users, during situations when PLMN congestion is blocking session establishment attempts. In addition, MPS supports priority sessions on an "end-to-end" priority basis.  Priority levels are a matter of local policy.
MPS is intended to be utilised for both Voice and Data in the Packet-switched (PS) domain and the IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS).

5.1
General

MPS is a subscription based service. Upon invocation of MPS, the system shall provide preferential treatment for all resources associated with the session including signalling. Subscribers are associated with a level of priority authorised by a regional authority i.e., agency authorised to issue priority assignments, and identify the need for priority at session set-up.

5.2
Priority Session Origination

When an MPS session is originated by a Service User, the session shall receive priority treatment (priority access to voice or traffic channels) on the originating PLMN over both lower priority subscribers and users with no associated priority.
