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Introduction
SA1 previously created the TR22.950 Priority service feasibility study and TR22.952 Priority service guide.  Both of these documents were limited in scope to addressing a circuit switched voice service only.  
The current TS targets the multimedia capabilities of the PS domain and some clarification is needed to prevent misinterpretation by SA and CT TSGs.

Proposal

Addition of a note to the general description to emphasise that the current Multimedia Priority Service will not be required to interwork with the existing, CS Voice, Priority Service.

4
General description 

MPS allows qualified and authorized users to obtain priority access to the next available radio channel on a priority basis before other PLMN users during situations when PLMN congestion is blocking session establishment attempts. In addition, MPS supports priority sessions on an "end-to-end" priority basis.

MPS is intended to be utilised for both Voice and Data in the Packet-switched (PS) domain and the IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS).
NOTE:
There is no compatible namespace in the CS domain and therefore in this version of the specification there is no requirement to interwork with the CS domain.
