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Discussion / Proposal:
This contribution contains proposed conclusions to TR 22.948. They were originally contained in tdoc S1-070351 on “Re-use of OMA Conferencing Capabilities ' in TR22.948 (CMMC)” but the meeting considered them more appropriate for section 14 (Conclusions) of the TR.
It is proposed to include the following text in section 14 of TR 22.948:
14.x
Further standardization activities

The potential requirements proposed in the current TR are to a large extent already existing in OMA PoC v.2. In addition OMA currently is working on Converged IP Messaging (CPM), focussing on a consistent user experience of messaging-, voice- and video services for groups. CPM encompasses half duplex / full duplex conferencing. 
In order to avoid an unsatisfactory user experience by similar, but not consistent behavior of conferencing services further work on CMMC should be developed by a single standardization body. As OMA has already developed such conferencing capabilities that only need to be enhanced – in fact for PoC v.2 already an architecture and protocols exist – the further development of CMMC should be pursued in OMA. 

It is proposed that after finalization of the present TR 22.948  OMA should be asked to include the Proposed Requirements on CMMC (contained in section 6) in their future work on CPM.
