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Discussion:

TR 22.937 defines the terms Primary Network Operator (PNO) and Secondary Network Operator (SNO). Some requirements are already defined for the PNO in the current version of the TR, which are the ability
· to control and set UE policies related to initial attachment for network selection (clause 4.2.2.)

· to steer the UE to use the most appropriate network (4.2.2)

· to bill the subscriber (4.2.2)

· to set and control device management settings (5.1).

Other requirements for the PNO can be expected in the future or are already proposed in some contributions to SA1 #37.

Putting requirements on a non-3GPP system from within 3GPP will not be possible. So, according to the text, the PNO must be the 3GPP operator.

Conclusion:

There are two ways forward:
a) Avoid the term “PNO” if a requirement is put on the network and replace it by “3GPP operator”. This would possibly make the definitions superfluous.

b) Add a sentence in the definitions to clarify that the PNO is the 3GPP operator.
Proposal:

Option b) is proposed in the following text.
3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Primary NO
The Network Operator which has the commercial relationship with the subscriber and is responsible for billing the subscriber. The primary NO is the 3GPP operator.
Secondary NO
A Network Operator that has a commercial relationship with the Primary Network Operator by which the SNO provides services to subscribers of the PNO. The relationship supports the seamless handover of services to and from the PNO. The SNO is the operator of the non-3GPP network.
