Fast Access and Retrieval of Data from UICC

An optional "high speed" interface may be provided between the UICC and the ME. 

If provided, this interface shall allow fast access and retrieval of data to support functionalities requiring large amounts of data to be transfered to and from the UICC in a user-friendly timeframe. Examples include:

on-card web servers

-
rapid access to data stored on the UICC, e.g. phone book, PLMN lists or user data

UICCs and Terminals supporting this interface shall be backward compatible with the interface specified in pre‑Release 7 3GPP TS 31.101 [36].
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
