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Action/Decision Requested:

EMTEL has been advised of the document COM 2 LS67-E ITU-T SG2  
EMTEL wishes to answer the above LS67.

It is not within the scope of EMTEL’s Terms of Reference to recommend the preference for any particular technology solutions and this answer should not be considered as an endorsement from EMTEL on the choice of any particular technology solution  or that the CBS Message Identifiers should be enhanced specifically as indicated in the attatachment to theITU T SG2 LS.

As regards TD 70 Rev.5 (PLEN/2) of which we received a copy, the discussion within .EMTEL led to the following conclusion.

EMTEL wishes to comment that the general principals of the above document seem to make good sense but should be independent of the technology used for the transmission of public warning messages.
It would therefore be useful to define the requirements more generally at a higher level, e.g.: in the form of an XML script rather than specifically written for CBS. 

One significant advantage example would be that such identifiers could remove the need in certain instances for the warning message source to be concerned about sending message content in various languages.

It also provides the scope of mobile vendors and network operators to be innovative and provides a mechanism for Emergency Messages to be rapidly and easily identified.
