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Introduction
Throughout the CMMC TR the assumption has been for tightly coupled conferencing.  For completeness the TR should mention the alternative and provide reason as to why tightly coupled is more useful.  
IETF provides definitions for 'tightly coupled' and 'loosely coupled' and 'focus' which we can re-use in this issue.  The definitions are provided for information at the end of this document.

Additional text is proposed for the TR providing an explanation of coupling and a conclusion that 3GPP CMMC is only concerned with the tightly coupled method.
Proposed Text:
Conferencing in 3GPP is expected to be under the control of the operator who will take responsibility for the overall management of the conference and the definition/configuration of their policies.  To facilitate this a focal point is required.  Two types of conferencing are described in RFC4353 [5], loosely (distributed) and tightly coupled, only one of which fulfills this operator need.
A loosely coupled conference is one where no coordinated signalling relationship between participants exists.  Typically multicast is used to distribute conference membership and no focal point exists.
A tightly coupled conference is one in which a focal point exists.  This focus maintains dialogue with each participant, provides a centralised manager and can be addressed by a conference URI.

CMMC is only concerned with the tightly coupled conferencing model which offers suitable levels of operator oversight and control.

Conclusion

The proposed text be agreed and included in clause 5.1 in the CMMC TR.

RFC4353 -  Definition Extract for information:
Loosely Coupled Conference: A loosely coupled conference is a

conference without coordinated signaling relationships amongst

participants. Loosely coupled conferences frequently use

multicast for distribution of conference memberships.

Tightly Coupled Conference: A tightly coupled conference is a

conference in which a single user agent, referred to as a focus,

maintains a dialog with each participant. The focus plays the

role of the centralized manager of the conference, and is

addressed by a conference URI.

Focus: The focus is a SIP user agent that is addressed by a

conference URI and identifies a conference (recall that a

conference is a unique instance of a multi-party conversation).

The focus maintains a SIP signaling relationship with each

participant in the conference. The focus is responsible for

ensuring, in some way, that each participant receives the media

that make up the conference. The focus also implements conference

policies. The focus is a logical role.
