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Discussion:
During SA#35, with reference to the approved TD SP-070127 – CR 22.278 on ‘Provision of access network information to the UE (Rel-8)’, SA1 were asked to clarify ‘whether this functionality is requiring the non-3GPP access network to be connected to the 3GPP Core network, or not’. This contribution is intended to address this action item.
To facilitate access to 3G services, using the most appropriate access technology, the Evolved 3GPP System should be able to provide information to the UE relating to the availability of alternate 3GPP and non-3GPP access networks. It is not envisioned that PLMN or VPLMN operators will deliberately provide information to a UE, relating to a non-3GPP access network that would result in the UE deregistering from the HPLMN or VPLMN. 
It is probable that the serving network might use location, and other information provided by the UE, to formulate the relevant access network availability information to be sent to the UE. It follows therefore that any non-3GPP access network, to which the UE is connected, will need to be connected to the serving 3GPP core network.  
The provision of 3GPP and non-3GPP access network information could also be used to facilitate handovers between evolved 3GPP networks.  Handovers from Evolved 3GPP Systems, as specified in TS22.278 and to which the CR in question relates, to non-3GPP access networks that do not provide access to 3GPP core networks are considered to be out of scope.
