Introduction

In document S2-071617, SA2 have requested SA1 to be more explicit regarding the capabilities of terminals that should be supported by the Evolved 3GPP System.  This document proposes to improve TS22.278 by adding the specific requirements as SA2 suggests.

Discussion

TS22.278 Section 6.1.2 currently requires the support of both IPv4  and IPv6 connectivity.  We are requested to explicitly include IPv4 only terminals, IPv6 only terminals and terminals with dual stacks that are capable of supporting IPv4 or IPv6.  The Change Request presented in S1-070486 is proposed to improve TS22.278 to satisfy these SA2 requests.
These changes clarify that IPv4 only or IPv6 only or dual-stack terminals or networks are deployed. Without these changes, connectivity and mobility between networks with different IP versions could be impeded.
The LS also requests “The HPLMN operator shall be able to control whether or not an IPv4 only or an IPv6 only terminal is allowed access to the network.”

This change is targeted at future networks and provides operators with control over which IP version mobiles may access their networks.
