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Introduction

SMS Copy enables the subscribers to activate an automatic copying of incoming SMS messages, both from in network subscribers as well as from foreign networks subscribers (incoming MT messages from foreign networks), and copying of outgoing SMS messages to another MSISDN, e-mail or predefined application (short code).
FURST CHANGE – new definition

Short Message Network Storage: The service permits the network to help the subscriber store messages that the subscriber has sent or received.
SMS Copy: The service enables the subscribers to activate an automatic copying og incoming SMS messages, both from in network subscribers as well as from foreign networks subscribers (incoming MT messages from foreign networks), and copying of outgoing SMS messages to another MSISDN, e-mail or predefined application (short code).

Short Description

This use case describes a scenario where incoming short message to called mobile subscriber is copied to an e-mail account
4.X.2
Actors

Joe is a SMS user based in province A.
Sally is a SMS user based in province B.

4.X.2.1
Actor Specific Issues

Joe wants to send a short message to Sally.

Sally is travelling abroad within location of limited cellular coverage but with IP network coverage.

4.X.2.2
Actor Specific Benefits

The called party, Sally can take advantage of SMS copy service.

The calling party, Joe will benefit from the fact the Sally received his short message although located in limited coverage location.

Pre-conditions

Joe is a normal SMS subscriber.

Sally subscribed to the short message copy service on her home network.
She sets a copy to e-mail address. Sally has access to her e-mail account.

Post-conditions
All incoming messages addressed to Sally’s original mobile phone number are also copied to a Sally's pre-defined e-mail account.

Normal Flow

Sally prepares to travel outside province B.

She sets a copy to e-mail address and enable the copy service
-
Sally travel abroad and has no cellular coverage

Joe sends a short message to Sally

-
Sally receives the short message in her e-mail account

Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

The copy service shall support copy to MSISDN, e-mail or pre-define application. The copy service shall be supported for outgoing short message as well as incoming short messages. It shall be supported that users can set certain conditions (e.g., different time periods) for message copy.
There are no significant delays to any part of the service.
