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1. Overall

This document is a discussion paper on LS from ITU-T SG2 (S1-070465). 
2. Discussion
Allocation of message identifiers is out of scope of SA1. But, considerations on the allocation from the perspective of PWS services should be taken into account by ITU-T.

The following aspects should be considered for PWS services by ITU-T.
· Delivery time

If message identifiers are allocated by emergency type (i.e. one-to-one mapping between message identifier and emergency type), amount of data of a warning notification might be minimised and delivery time might be shortened in case of some most urgent emergency events (e.g. Earthquake, Tsunami) because the UE could recognise the emergency type quickly and easily according to the message identifier of warning notification. Moreover, if the UE doesn’t whole warning notification because of bit error, the UE could notify its user of the occurrence of emergency event.
· Roaming

If message identifiers are allocated by language (i.e. one-to-one mapping between message identifier and language) only warning notifications described in user’s native language could be notified to the user, but warning notifications in user’s native language might not be delivered.
