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In last SA1 ad hoc, Chapter 6 on Floor Control was discussed and approved. However, some descriptions on the requirement are better to be more clear to avoid confusion.
Therefore it is proposed to make some small additions to current Chapter 6.

6.1.1
Creating a Conference 
6.1.1.1 Creating an Ad-hoc Conference

A user shall be able to request the creation of an ad-hoc conference. 

It shall be possible for a user to specify the participants when creating an ad-hoc conference, thereafter, the Conference Focus shall invite the specified users to attend the conference.

The user shall be able to give a name to a conference. When a participant is invited to the conference this name is displayed to the invitee.

Editor’s note: A new section may be needed on “identifying a conference”, including questions on the purpose of identifying (e.g. for billing, repeating a similar conference at a later time…)

Upon conference creation the user shall be able to set properties of the ad-hoc conference in any of the following ways: default, based on his user profile, and explicitly.

The user shall be able to request the creation of an ad-hoc conference with information of this conference in all media types. The Conference Focus shall be able to remove undesired media types according to service provider’s policy and the preferred configuration of users.

6.5.3
Conference Announcement
Conference announcement may be used to provide conference related information before the conference starts or during the conference. 
The conference announcement provides necessary information for users to join the conference, including the conference access URI, conference ID and PIN code. General information such as conference starting time, conference topic, agenda and conference type etc, may also be included in conference announcement.

It shall be possible to support multiple media formats in conference announcement in accordance to CMMC service provider’s policy and preferred configuration of users. The mechanism (e.g. email) to distribute conference announcement information to a specified set of 3GPP subscribers is out of scope of this TR.

6.2.3
Floor Control
It shall be possible to apply floor control to  media types such as:Audio, Video, Whiteboard and shared applications etc. 

It should be possible to apply individual floor control to individual media types.
For floor controlled media types at least the following requirements shall be fulfilled:

· A participant shall be able to request a floor.
Editor’s note: it needs to be clarified what “having the floor” means.
· A floor owner shall be able to release a floor before or after sending media
· The floor chair shall be able to revoke a floor from floor owner.

Editor’s note: “Floor chair” and “Floor owner” need to be defined (try to align to existing definitions!)
· The floor chair shall be able to grant a floor to a participant.
-     The floor chair shall be able to reject a participant's floor request.  
· It shall be possible for a participant to request a floor control operation (e.g., floor request/release) on behalf of another participant (third-party floor control) 

· It shall be possible for a participant to authorize another participant to request the floor on his behalf.
· It shall be possible to inform conference participants about a participant's floor request.
