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Discussion:

The current version of TR 22.937 V0.3.1 says in clause 5.1 that the set of manageable criteria and functions for seamless handover are described in TR 22.812. As TR 22.812 only deals with the network selection procedures and not with handover this seems not to be correct.

Proposal:

It is proposed to change the text in clause 5.1 accordingly:

5.1


Service Aspects

Moving from one network to another shall not involve loss of service, even when done during a session, unless the NOs do not support compatible services. 

A set of manageable criteria and functions, both automatic and manual, shall be provided for intelligent, seamless handover between the PNO and SNO. 
Where both 3GPP (e.g. 3G) and the non-3GPP networks (e.g. WLAN) support access to an IMS, it shall be possible to access the IMS of at least the primary NO seamlessly on all access networks that the user is allowed to access under his agreement with the primary NO.

The PNO may provide the user with a single unique identity for use on the multiple access networks of the primary and secondary NOs. Identities other, than the single unique identity which may be provided by the PNO should not to be visible to the user. 

The UE must support at least one method of access to the PLMN of the 3GPP NO. The NAA for that must support AAA services to the HSS of that NO. It would normally be a USIM on a UICC.

The user shall be able to use the same UE to connect to the WLANs of an Enterprise and to the public WLANs of the primary/secondary NO and to the PLMNs of the primary/secondary NO. Each type of network may require a separate NAA with its own credentials.

Device Management settings are to be obtained from and controlled by the Primary NO.
