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With the advent of SM forwarding there is also the issue of how to handle the situation when a user by mistake sets forwarding to the wrong number. E.g. a user of operator A sends a SM to a user “b” of operator B, which by mistake has set SM forward to a user of operator C. Ideally, in order to minimize the operational burden of operator C, the user of that operator should have the mechanism to stop delivery of any forwarded SM from “b”. As a minimum an operator should be capable of easily identifying forwarded SM and stop delivery to its customers.
Proposal:
