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A clarification is proposed to Section 7.2 (Behaviour of the UE while in automatic mode) concerning the need for the UE to remain registered on the PLMN while it is selecting and using the non-3GPP access.

Behaviour of the UE

Where a UE has both 3GPP and non-3GPP access types, the behaviour of the UE in selecting 3GPP access should follow the existing network selection mechanism. This mechanism should not need to be changed to accommodate non-3GPP access. A similar but separate mechanism should be defined to manage the non-3GPP access.

It should be possible for the Primary Network Operator to set the condition in the UE so that it will use either the 3GPP access or the non-3GPP access mechanism as the default.

The use of the alternative access mechanism to the default one should be determined by the criteria listed in section 7.4, below.

The UE should remain registered on the PLMN (if it is already attached) while it is selecting and using the non-3GPP access. If connection to the PLMN is provided over non-3GPP access (e.g. over WLAN/ADSL) then the connection over 3GPP access is not required at the same time.
