6.4
Service Consistency

· ICS should be available from any access network and domain. A reduced set of services may be offered subject to constraints of the UE, access network and domain.
· Call independent service management shall be supported

· Emergency calls and priority services (if provided by the operator) shall be provided in a consistent manner regardless of domain 

· Subscribers shall have a consistent user experience regardless of the domain used, subject to the constraints of the UE and access network.
· The system shall be capable to provide to ICS controlled subscribers IMS Multimedia telephony services (TS 22.173) and other IMS services. 

· It is not required that the system [what does "system" mean?] provides ICS controlled subscribers with traditional CS supplementary services as it is expected that the IMS Multimedia telephony supplementary services are used. [We need to ensure that the user experience is consistent as possible and not subject to change depending on the circumstances, for example when ICS controlled subscribetrs are roaming onto networks that don't support ICS.]
