Roaming Support

An ICS enabled UE that roams into a non ICS enabled network will act as a non-ICS enabled UE.
With respect to providing support for non-ICS enabled devices while roaming, if the roaming partner does not or cannot support ICS (due to architectural or technical limitations), then any ICS service offering may be limited or may not be possible to those roaming subscribers.  In such cases, either

a) The subscriber does not receive IMS Centralized services.  The roaming subscriber may still be able to originate and terminate basic services e.g. bi-directional speech calls. Only VPLMN services can be provided for originated calls, including mid-call services. Some IMS centralized services can be provided for terminating calls, but mid-call services will be provided in the VPLMN.
Note: Terminated calls should be unaffected.
b) The subscriber receives a subset of IMS Centralized services (based on roaming agreements) i.e. originated calls shall be routed back to HPLMN in order to provide IMS centralised services. Mid-call services will be provided in the visited PLMN and terminated calls are unaffected.
