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1. Overall Description:

During the activity for the support of transfer of data during an emergency call, SA1 has agreed a new requirement that is likely to fall in CT1's area of responsibility. 

The requirement is as follows:

- A UE configured only to transfer data during emergency calls (e.g. eCall only UE) shall not generate signalling to the network besides what is needed to place an emergency call.

Some more information may be useful to clarify this: 

It is the desire of the European Commission to equip every car with a fully functional mobile equipment that can place emergency calls and transfer a certain amount of information (called MSD): this type of call is referred to as eCall in Europe. Although mobile operators may want to make full use of the the communication capabilities of the device, it is expected that the vast majority of the in vehicle devices will only be used for eCalls. It is therefore important for the mobile operators to minimize the signalling traffic that such devices generate, while at the same time make sure that when an emergency situation occurs, the eCall can be placed quickly. 

The European interest group of the GSM Association (GSME) has also been discussing this issue and at present one of the working assumptions is that the eCall device will be equipped with a USIM, making the radio transmitter module a fully functional UE. 

In summary the requirement that SA1 has formulated implies that a special mode of operation of the UE embedded in the car exists and that in this special mode of operation the UE behaves in such a way as to minimize the signalling traffic to the network. 

Finally, please note that the transfer of data during an emergency call is expected to be standardized in the Release 8 time frame.
