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1. Introduction
In SA#36, it was agreed to remove the functionality, “direct MBMS activation”, from Rel‑7. Accordingly, SA WG1 and SA WG2 were asked to check the impacts on their specifications and bring necessary Rel‑7 CRs to the next TSG SA meeting. 
2. Discussion

Direct MBMS activation was suggested in SA2 as a Rel-7 feature under the MBMS enhancement (MBMSE) work item. 

SA/SA1 has approved five Rel-7 CRs under the MBMSE work item.
