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Introduction

SA2 sent an LS (S2-071566) requesting SA1 to investigate the need of PDP Type “PPP”.  This contribution proposes a response to the LS. 
Discussion 

In their LS to SA1, SA2 ask the following question:

	Q1: Whether supporting PDP type “PPP” is needed:
a) For LTE access
b) For legacy 3GPP accesses (2G/3G)
c) For non-3GPP access


There is a clear statement in Stage 1 that the “evolved 3GPP system shall be capable of supporting and inter-working with PS services provided on Rel-7 and earlier networks” [1].  Some legacy 2G/3G handsets supporting only PDP Type “PPP” are likely to remain in the EPS era, so EPC needs some functions to accommodate these handsets.  Hence, as long as services using PDP type “PPP” is supported in legacy 2G/3G networks, EPS needs to cope with PDP Type “PPP”.
Also, EPS is required to “support a variety of different access systems … ensuring mobility and service continuity between these access systems”. Hence, PPP services should be supported regardless of the access systems.
Conclusion 

The above discussion provides some reasons the PPP should remain and hence it is proposed that SA1 response to SA2:

a) For LTE access: yes
b) For legacy 3GPP accesses (2G/3G): yes
c) For non-3GPP access: yes
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
