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Introduction:
The main function of Floor Control during a Convergent Multimedia Conference was discussed and approved, however, the scenarios as per below are not included:
1）During a full duplex conferencing, it is also required to provide multiple floors to a single media type in same cases, e.g. Jack and Ennis cooperated in a project, and they know well about the process of this project, when questions are asked about this topic, floors may be given to both Jack and Ennis simultaneously for them to better interpret the issue. Otherwise, when the floor is occupied by Jack, Ennis needs to wait and apply for the floor again, but meanwhile, other participants may be also applying for the floor, and Ennis may not get the floor after several attempts. 

Thus it is possible to apply floor control to the same media type for multiple participants simultaneously (e.g. grant, deny, or revoke the floors simultaneously to more than one participants).

2）  It is possible to grant a floor to a combination of media types(e.g. Audio&Video) for better user experience.
3）The participants are able to request more than one floor to multiple media types at a time 
Proposal:
It is suggested to include the following changes to Chapter 6.2.3

6.2.3
Floor Control
It shall be possible to apply floor control to media types such as: Audio, Video, Whiteboard and shared applications etc. 

It should be possible to apply individual floor control to individual media types or a combination of media types (e.g., Audio & Video), different media or media combinations may have different floors.
It should be possible to provide multiple floors to one media type.

It should be possible to apply floor control to a single media type for multiple participants (e.g. grant, deny, or revoke the floors simultaneously to more than one participants).
For floor controlled media types at least the following requirements shall be fulfilled:

· A participant shall be able to request a floor.

· A participant shall be able to request multiple floors to more than one media types.
Editor’s note: it needs to be clarified what “having the floor” means.
· A floor owner shall be able to release a floor.
· The floor chair shall be able to revoke a floor from floor owner.

Editor’s note: “Floor owner” need to be defined (try to align to existing definitions!)
· The floor chair shall be able to grant a floor to a participant.
· The floor chair shall be able to grant or revoke floors of a single media type simultaneously to a set of participants.
· The floor chair shall be able to reject a participant's floor request.-   

· It shall be possible for a participant to request a floor control operation (e.g., floor request/release) on behalf of another participant (third-party floor control) 
· It shall be possible for a participant to authorize another participant to request the floor on his behalf.
· It shall be possible to inform conference participants about a participant's floor request. 
· It shall be possible to notify conference participants about the change of the floor owner.
