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A liaison statement has been received from TSG RAN in S1-070882 asking what are the Location Service (LCS) requirements for UEs in LTE - e.g. position accuracy and circumstances under which this positioning accuracy needs to be obtained. 
The LCS stage 1 specification, TS 22.071, is currently at Rel-7 and is applicable to GERAN and UTRAN. TS 22.071 currently requires support of position accuracy to meet existing regulatory requirements and contains a table of indicative position accuracies for certain application examples.

Recently the FCC has adopted a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking seeking comment on various tentative conclusions and issues related to E911 support in the US. Among these are proposals to support E911 location accuracy in individual PSAP areas and to support automatic location for E911 VoIP calls with the same accuracy as for existing CS mode calls. 
It is possible that  regulatory performance requirements for location may also be planned in other regions of the world during the lifetime of E-UTRA.
Any such new requirements would almost certainly require re-evaluation of, and possibly require changes to, TS 22.071. Hence QUALCOMM believes that E-UTRAN support of location can best be determined only after there has been an evaluation of new requirements.
It is thus recommended that a reply not be sent to TSG RAN until the above issues have been adequately addressed.
