Roaming Support

An ICS enabled UE shall continue to receive full ICS support from the HPLMN while roaming in the VPLMN.
An ICS enabled UE shall be capable of acting as a non-ICS enabled UE. The operator shall be able to control if the UE shall act as a ICS or non-ICS enabled UE while roaming.
With respect to providing support for non-ICS enabled devices while roaming, if the roaming partner does not or cannot support ICS (due to architectural or technical limitations or commercial reasons), then any ICS service offering may be limited or may not be possible to those roaming subscribers.  In such cases, either

a) The subscriber does not receive IMS Centralized services.  The roaming subscriber may still be able to originate and terminate basic services e.g. bi-directional speech calls.
b) The subscriber receives a subset of IMS Centralized services (based on roaming agreements)
c) The subscriber is rejected from roaming in those networks.
