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1. Response to Questions 1 and 2:
SA1 would like to thank SA2 for the LS on the need for "in-sequence data delivery" which asks SA1 whether “PPP” PDP type is needed or not in SAE in release 8.
TSG SA WG1 view on these aspects is the following:
· Some operators want to continue to support legacy 2G/3G terminals that only support PDP type PPP. SA1 suggests that the future EPS architecture allows to continue to support those terminals with the existing radio accesses (e.g. by inter-working with a 3GPP Core network). However, the E-UTRAN and E-UTRA do not need to support PDP type PPP. 
· There are several mobile networks providing “PPP” service for corporate access. It is an operator requirement to avoid the discontinuity of the existing service and impacts on the corporate network of the customer.
- SA1 does not have any specific view regarding packet re-ordering or regarding any other issue related to specific solution for supporting PPP services.
2. Actions:

SA1 invites SA2 to investigate potential solutions to continue the support of legacy PPP service with minimal impact to EPS specifications.
