CMMC shall be able to reuse the capability and functionality of IMS Multimedia Telephony Service [X] defined by 3GPP where appropriate. 
CMMC service should be able to utilize IMS Multimedia Telephony Service for a user to join or be added to a CMMC conference. All the supplementary services, e.g. Call Forwarding, Call waiting… shall be applicable while the user is in CMMC service.

Interaction with Calendaring Applications

It shall be possible to schedule conferences both in advance and on a recurring basis, conference start and stop times should be configurable by a CMMC user.  To support this, it is desirable that the CMMC solution will be required to interwork with calendaring applications.  For this it is recommended to utilize draft-ietf-xcon-framework-07 [Y].
