TISPAN WI1040 Services and Capabilities Requirements TS181 005 Section 6 provides a list of audio/speech codecs to be supported by TISPAN NGN networks. This list of codecs has been stable since the TISPAN #12bis meeting in December 2006, and is a result of extensive discussions in TISPAN WG1. Narrowband codec applies to both IMS and non-IMS, and wideband codec belongs to Common IMS. 
The essence of TS181 005 is that codecs are recommended but none are mandated. Codec choice is an issue of paramount importance to operators. Several industry segments have to support other codecs (e.g. 3GPP2, DECT) in IMS, and others want open codec choice (e.g. TISPAN, WiMAX) in IMS which is deployment specific. 

The scope of 3GPP’s responsibility on Common IMS has been extended from traditional cellular for 3GPP networks to include fixed, cordless, and non-3GPP access based networks. As part of this extension, SA1 needs to take the responsibility to incorporate these IMS constituent groups’ requirements for codecs as relates to IMS impact, ensuring interoperability and not creating a need for transcoding.  
The text in Section 6 of TS181 005 is compatible with the above requirements. It is recognized that SA4 is responsible for specifying codecs in 3GPP, but SA 1 specified requirements are needed to give the flexibility for all IMS industry segments. It is therefore recommended to incorporate section 6 of TISPAN TS181 005 into 3GPP TS22.228.

SA1 is invited to agree the CR to TS 22.228 contained in document S1-071197 and notify SA4.
