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Data Management Function 

OSA Data Management support requires API level capabilities like Charging Function.

Data Management Function enables the application to inform the user with network data information and to add some additional data information to the network in order to generate logs and statistics. Some of the following data management facilities are available only if the network either controls the data or has access to it.

The OSA Data Management Function shall enable an application to:

-
Receive network related data (e.g. session, log, and statistics) for a call;

-
Provide additional data information to be included in the log or statistics record. This may contain information transparent to the network (e.g user id, user service);

-
Send network requests to receive user information.

Service Usage 

The Data Management Function shall enable applications to receive call related information and to complete them with service data. These applications are not necessarily telecommunication related. In addition to adding subscribers and service data, the function could also be used to generate logs or statistics.

Provided that the function is supported by the underlying network an application shall be able to:

-
Check subscriber related data (e.g profil).
-    Check network log and stats.

-
Add data elements to a subscriber profil.

-    Add data elements to a service profil.

-    Add data elements to network generated log or stats.

-   Retrieve log history of a subscriber or service, this may include

-     the retrieval of  a list of sessions related to a specific subscriber account,

-
the request of additional information on the specific session.
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
