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A new Section 12 (Conclusions) is proposed as shown below: 
12. Conclusions

Currently, the network selection behaviour of the UE is defined only for 3GPP access types (i.e. GSM, UMTS, I-WLAN). With the increasing availability of other types of access on the UE (mainly WiFi currently but could include other types in the medium term), it is desirable to define how and when these new types of access can be selected.

The reason for this is to ensure predictable behaviour and also allow the user or application to select the most appropriate type of access for the service required. The various considerations include ability to uniquely identify the access, security, the circumstances under which the non-3GPP access would be selected and the user experience.

Concerning the access identity, it will be important that an agreement is sought with the appropriate specification body (e.g. IEEE for WiFi) on how to uniquely identify the access. It is also important that the security requirements are met and these may need further consideration and consultation with other groups.

It is therefore concluded that a mechanism needs to be defined to control how the UE selects non-3GPP access types and that this should complement the mechanisms already in place for the selection of 3GPP access types (GSM, UMTS, I-WLAN). This should include similar features to those for PLMN network selection mechanism including consideration of “Steering of Roaming”.
