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Introduction

3GPP TS 22.182 specifies the requirements of Customized Alerting Tones (CAT). With the transfer of TISPAN IMS services to 3GPP, Customized Originating Multimedia Information Presentation (COMIP) service is to be included to TS22.182.

Customized Originating Multimedia Information Presentation (COMIP) is an operator specific service by which an operator enables the subscriber to customize the ringing signal which is played to the called party.
There are two types of COMIP service, i.e. downloading based COMIP and streaming based COMIP. The downloading based COMIP presents the multimedia information to the called party after it is downloaded to the called party’s terminal completely. The streaming based COMIP presents the multimedia information along with a real time media stream.
The downloading based COMIP and the streaming based COMIP might lead to different user experiences. The streaming based COMIP enables the real time presentation, while the downloading based COMIP introduces the latency for presenting multimedia information especially for large multimedia file.  
Both types of COMIP have their applications. The downloading based COMIP is proper to present multimedia information of small size such as static image, and the streaming based COMIP is proper to present multimedia information of large size such as video.
For the completeness of COMIP service, IMS shall be able to support both downloading based COMIP and streaming based COMIP.

Noted that the downloading based COMIP and the streaming based COMIP have different requirements on the design of signalling for IP multimedia session, and this shall be taken into account when developing the architecture and protocol of COMIP especially when combing the CTMIP with COMIP.  

Proposed Text:

There are two types of COMIP service, i.e. downloading based COMIP and streaming based COMIP. The downloading based COMIP presents the multimedia information to the called party after it is downloaded to the called party’s terminal completely. The streaming based COMIP presents the multimedia information along with a real time media stream. IMS shall be able to support both downloading based COMIP and streaming based COMIP.
