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SA1 thanks RAN4 for their recent request for information in R4-071516/S1-071xxx and are pleased to provide guidance within their remit.

1. Introduction:

RAN 4 have made some working assumptions to assist with their definition of radio performance requirements for HNB operation and now seek agreement from SA1 that the following two assumptions are correct:
a)  HNB shall only transmit within operator’s license area and frequency band(s).

b)  HNBs, whether open or closed system, will support emergency calls to all UEs. 
2.  SA1 position:
We have discussed this issue in SA1 and conclude:

a)  That the HNB shall only transmit within operators license area and frequency bands, and
b)  If a UE is able to camp onto an HNB then emergency calls shall be supported via that HNB, regardless of the HNB system nature i.e. Open or closed.  If this adds significant cost or complexity to the HNB system then SA1 request the opportunity to reconsider this position.
3.  Background Information:
The operator needs to be able to ensure that all radio transmissions for which he is responsible are within the terms of his Radiocommunications license.  The operator needs to be able to satisfy himself that the Home Node B is physically located within the geographic area prescribed by his Radiocommunications license.  A Base Station may only transmit on the frequency as commanded by the operator - a Base Station must never transmit on any other frequency.

 

As the HNB is only loosely controlled by the Network Operator it cannot be relied upon to provide an Emergency Call service.  Should a UE identify an HNB as providing the best signal in it's pre-emergency call scan then there should be nothing to stop that UE using the HNB for the emergency call on an "opportunist" basis regardless of whether the HNB is "Open" or "Closed" to all other traffic.  National and/or regional regulations may require an operator to determine the location of an HNB receiving an Emergency Call for onward transmission to the PSAP.
4. Actions:
