22.1
General

The ICS user shall receive both registered and unregistered services in a consistent manner when the user accesses IMS either via the CS or the PS domain.

Service Consistency

Subscribers shall have a consistent user experience regardless of the domain used, subject to the constraints of the UE and access network.
22.3
Service Continuity

ICS shall support service continuity, subject to the constraints of the UE and access networks.

IMS Services
The set of IMS services supported by ICS shall include at least the following:

· IMS Multimedia Telephony services and supplementary services defined within [40].
