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This is a short review of the results relevant for SA1 of SA #37 including the required action Item.

Additionally we need to discuss how to manage the freezing of release 8
1) Almost all the document submitted (except one) were approved, some of them with minor updates (strictly editorial/wording issues).
In particular the common IMS approach we took in agreement with TISPAN WG1 has been approved, so we will have to complete the remaining CRs at the next meeting.
2) The remarkable exception is the PPAC CR (S1-107127). An update was presented (SP-070640) to SA#37 by NSN in agreement with the original authors essentially to avoid potential misunderstandings, but unfortunately it has generated several comments, so the final decision was to send both the versions back to SA1, and we will discuss them again at SA1#38.
3) Please note that the SA1 WID Enhanced voice Codecs for LTE/SAE we agreed at the Orlando meeting was modified. SA4 has proposed an enhancement introducing SA4 secondary responsibility and a better clarification of the workflow. After the discussion and some revisions a new version collecting was approved in SP​070698.
4) It shall also be noted that, following the discussion we had at the last meetings on PWS, and the impossibility to complete the work with respect to all the regions, a new WID (ETWS)" ) was presented directly to SA and it was approved to cover the requirements for an Earthquake and Tsunami warning system (SP​070695).
5) With respect to the Codec for Common IMS, SA, following the stimulation of Tdoc TD SP​070642, a discussion was held and the following decision has been taken (see outgoing LS in TD SP​070697)
       Codecs are not considered to be a part of Common IMS. 3GPP is not responsible to maintain a list of Codecs used for Common IMS services.
       A case-by-case analysis should be done by SA WG1 to determine the appropriateness of selecting a default Codec.
       Transcoding requirements will also need to be established by SA WG1.
6) Still dealing with common IMS, another couple of action shall be noted: SP​070637 from 3GPP-X (answer in SP​070666), and the outgoing LS in SP​070696 informing about 3GPP agreements.
7) It was also decided to inform OMA about our work on CMMC (see LS in SP​070700)
8) Additionally we were requested to provide feedback on the support of Overlap signaling and on the differentiation of emergency calls from eCalls, together with the (U)SIM support (see following AI)
A list of the Action Items for SA1 (including pending actions from previous meetings) follows:
-       (AI35-02) IMS Emergency calls: SA1 was asked to remove IMS emergency calls form Rel 7
-       (AI37-01) PPACR (Paging Permission with Access Control): SA1 was asked to review and re-discuss the CR to TS22.011 originally approved at SA1#37 (S1-107127) and the revision provided at the SA#37 (SP-070640), to ensure that the alignment with the PPAC TR results and with the SA1 understanding
-       (AI37-02) SMSLSWLAN (ANT Seamless): SA1 was asked to align the title of the TR and the title proposed in the WID
-       (AI37-03) EData: SA1 was asked to clarify:
· the support of terminals with and without (U)SIM
· the potential discrimination between E112 and eCall E112 (answer to LS S1-070296, received at SA1#35).
-       (AI37-04) Common IMS: With reference to the approved CRs to 22.173 and 22.228 Rel-8, SA1 was asked to:
· Rewrite the notes to avoid the presence of embedded requirements

· Remove the abbreviations and definitions already included in 22.905

-       (AI37-05) Overlap Signaling in IMS: with reference to CT request of clarifications, SA1 was asked to assess the need fro the overlap signaling functionality and potentially introduce Stage1 requirements for it.
-       (AI37-06) VAS4SMS: Verify the references, seems to include WID references, which should be replaced with the correct document
