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1. Overall Description:

SA WG1 (SA1) would like to thank MSG for the LS (S1-071601 (S1-070296) to consider the feasibility of adding this requirement for the pan-European eCall specifying a discrimination between E112 and eCall E112 and requesting further clarification on the following issues:

It is important that a distinction can be made between the emergency calls made by a mobile phone and emergency calls (eCalls) made by the vehicle. The two main arguments behind this requirement are clarified as follows:
Question 1:

For those EU Member States that does not allow an emergency call without a SIM but will allow an eCall without a SIM needs a mechanism to do so. 

SA1 response: 
In order to minimize the impact on the network 3GPP has decided to standardize a special mode of operation for eCall. In this mode of operation signalling can be minimized and call set up will be accelerated as the mobile will be aware of the capability of the network to support TS12. The presence of a USIM is mandatory for this mode of operation. At the same time 3GPP specifications shall not preclude the possibility for a UE without a USIM to place an emergency call and send data, but in this case all the benefits of the eCall mode will be lost. 

Question 2:

Give the EU Member States the possibility to make the PSAP infrastructure as flexible as possible. The concrete idea is to keep the existing PSAP structure for 112 and E112 but route eCalls to a different location.


SA1 response: 
SA1 understood that the eCall driving group requirements did not allow for this behaviour as it was clearly stated that the eCall has to be delivered in the same manner as a TS12 call. Furthermore there was a requirement for eCall to fall back to a normal E112 call, something difficult to realize if the eCalls are routed differently. As this is a new requirement 3GPP will work on this as a matter of urgency and provide a solution within the Release 8 timeframe.

A related CR to TS22.101 (S1-071870) is attached which covers all the necessary changes.

To MSG: 

ACTION:  SA1 kindly requests that MSG review the responses from SA1 and request clarification if needed.
To CT1: 

ACTION:  SA1 kindly requests that CT1 progress the eCall Data Transfer standardization work accordingly to consider the requirements regarding that the network that the UE is using, supports emergency calls, which is necessary for faster connection and avoiding the need of PLMN scan.
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
