Requirements for “In Case of Emergency” (ICE) information 

The In Case of Emergency (ICE) information are used to enable first responders, such as paramedics, fire-fighters, and police officers, to contact a victim’s emergency contact(s) in order to identify the victim and obtain important medical information or other information required during an emergency.

Provision is made for direct and unambiguous read access from the UE to ICE information stored on the UICC. 

A UE shall have the capability to store one or more ICE information on the UICC. It shall be possible for the subscriber to add, modify, view, or delete any ICE information. The subscriber may choose not to enter any ICE information.

The default configuration for this information shall be that they are accessible even when the security features on either the UE or UICC have been enabled (e.g. the keypad is locked). It shall be possible for the subscriber to change this default setting to prevent accessibility to the ICE information when the security features on either the UE or UICC have been enabled.
The use of In Case of Emergency (ICE) access procedures shall not make other information, i.e.,. non-In Case of Emergency entries in the phonebook, visible to the user. The unlocking of ICE information shall not allow the “unlocker” access to other secure information on the SIM or UE.
